Pussy & Pooch is also a dealer of PetAPotty, a patch of natural or synthetic grass that can be placed 
indoors or outdoors so pets can do their potty business. Dogs can find several within the store ready for use. 
 
Pet owners can relax with their dogs at the adjacent Pet Café & Patio where free wireless Internet access is 
available. 
 
Gaudio and Zakrajsek are also working on a pet art gallery within the boutique. They are planning to 
participate in downtown’s monthly art walks, which take place on the second Thursday of every month. 
 
“Pussy & Pooch is not just a store,” Gaudio said. “It’s building a brand as well as a community.”
